
Regional Super Series Rules & Regs

T20 Matches (U11-U15)

• All matches are to be x2 T20s in a single day (minimum of 10 overs per 
innings to constitute a game if rain affected)

• Bowlers are permitted to bowl a maximum of 4 overs per game 

• No formal fielding restrictions for U11 & U12 games

• A 30 yard ring should be used for all games U13-U15 with the following 
restrictions:

• 2 fielders only outside the ring for the first 6 overs
• A maximum of 5 fielders outside the ring between overs 7-20

• No restrictions on batters retiring, but common sense should be 
exercised for the next game around sufficient opportunities for other 
players

• A free hit will follow any form of no-ball called (no-balls count as 1)

• Rulings for wides as follows:
• U11 & U12: an element of reasonable leeway down the leg side at 

the consistent discretion of the umpire
• U13 – U15: all wides down the leg side (unless ball passes 

through the batter’s original stance) are to be called wide
• All wides at all age groups should have an extra ball

• Teams may name 12 players in a game (12th = bowler only)

45 over Matches (U13-U15 only)

• Minimum of 20 overs per innings to constitute a game if rain 
affected

• Bowlers are permitted to bowl a maximum of 9 overs per game, 
and no more than spells of 5 (U13), and 6 (U14 & U15) unless 
deemed to be a spin bowler

• A 30 yard ring should be used for all games with the following 
restrictions:

• 2 fielders only outside the ring for the first 6 overs
• A maximum of 4 fielders outside the ring between overs 7-30
• A maximum of 5 fielders outside the ring between overs 31-45

• No restrictions on batters retiring

• A free hit will follow any form of no-ball called (no balls count as 1)

• All wides down the leg side (unless ball passes through the batter’s 
original stance) are to be called wide

• Teams may name 12 players in a game (12th = bowler only)
