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All players, coaches, officials, volunteers, & spectators should
show respect both on & off the field.

Age, gender, religion, sexual orientation, disability, ethnicity,
& medical conditions as they provide inclusion & diversity to our game.

Players & officials have responsibility for
ensuring cricket is played in accordance with its traditional ‘spirit’ as
well as within its laws.

It is important that all participants realise that
while competing hard & fair, winning with dignity & losing with grace
are admirable qualities.

Be willing to learn & understand the principles of the game
& respect the educator & their rationale for decisions.

Always conduct yourself in an appropriate manner & be an
ambassador for both your club & Criced in Wales.

Always treat others as you would wish to be treated yourself.
Judge others fairly, recognising the differences between individuals so
there is no discrimination & genuine inclusion for all.
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
